Identify 3 to 4 careers from unit 1 that you are considering for yourself.

Your Family and Friends: What does your family expect of you? Follow in someone’s footsteps? To work directly after high school?  To go to college/university? 

	


Your Teachers: They may see something in you that you don’t! Consider related careers when a teacher tells you are good at that subject.
	


Your Current and/or Prospective Employer(s):  Usually employers look for people who are well-rounded ie do more than just go to class.  ie How can you prove that you are a team player?  Are you reliable?
	


Chance (Random Factors):  Consider a musician who gets discovered on You-Tube or a student who gets a scholarship that hundreds of others applied for.
	


Physical Factors:  Not everyone has the physical build to be a fire fighter, horse jockey, dancer or model.  Someone who is colour blind can’t be a pilot.
	


Economic Factors:  Do you have to find a way to pay for college?  ie scholarships, army, work 1st.  Also, some jobs are in high demand (ie nurses) and it’s more likely to get a job.  Others are very competitive to get a job (ie police and teachers).
	


Cultural, Societal (Social norms), and Religious Factors:  What is the NORM or expected in your culture, society or religion?
