As you know, the average teenager will have 7 to 10 careers in his/her lifetime.  The purpose of this project is to provide an opportunity for students to explore one career of interest.  You will demonstrate an understanding of the decision-making process as it relates to career planning. You will relate the career to your values, experiences and who you are. You will create an action plan and decide how you could overcome any barriers.

Step 1:  Select a career that you are interested in learning more about and that you can clearly link to who you are.

Step 2:  Research about this career & analyse how this career could be yours.  What must be included on the project? Complete the ORGANIZER.  Your class notes, guest speakers, and websites used in class are all excellent resources for this project. Find links to valuable websites on the right panel of this website under “Research Resources”. Use at least 2 resources!! SUBMIT your organizer so your teacher can give you feedback PRIOR to starting step 3.

Step 3:  From your organizer, prepare a 3-5 page report OR a display that includes the 10 areas outlined on the organizer.

Display:
· The organizer must be used to write your points PRIOR to creating the display. This will help you avoid plagiarism.

· The display must be in point form.

· The display must include all 10 areas from the organizer.

· This can be in the form of a poster, collage, or PowerPoint presentation.

· A bibliography must be included at the end of the display (back of a poster/collage, last slide of a PowerPoint).

· The display must include related photos & colour.

· Proofread to make sure there are no spelling errors.
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
